BOARD MEETING MINUTES
July 22, 2016

Members Present: Jerry Buchkoski, Ph.D., Vice-President; Bradley Woldt, Ph.D., Secretary; Karen Wiemers, Ph.D., Member; Robert Overturf, Lay Member; and Alice Bruce, Lay Member.
Members Absent: Frederick Magnavito, Ph.D., President; and Sara Schilplin, Psy.D., Member.
Others Present: Carol Tellinghuisen, Executive Administrator; Jill Lesselyoung, Administrative Assistant; Brooke Tellinghuisen Geddes, Administrative Assistant; and Ann Mines Bailey, Assistant Attorney General
Vice-President Buchkoski called the meeting to order at 8:34 CDT.
Executive Session: The Board entered executive session at 8:34AM on a unanimous vote based on a motion by Wiemers and a second by Woldt for the purpose of administering oral examinations to Applicants #354, #351, #357, #363, and #362.  The Board exited executive session at 11:00 AM on a unanimous vote based on a motion by Buchkoski and a second by Woldt.

Approval of the Minutes from April 8, 2016:  Woldt moved and Wiemers seconded a motion to approve the minutes from the April 8, 2016 meeting.  The motion carried on a unanimous vote.  
FY 2016 Financial Update:  Lesselyoung reported on the finances through the month ending 5/31/16.  Current Revenue is $27,082.69; Expenses are $50,275.85; and Cash on Hand is $40,764.16.  Wiemers moved and Bruce seconded the motion to approve the financials.  Motion carried on a unanimous vote.
ASPPB Annual Meeting:  The ASPPB annual meeting will be held in Baltimore, MD on 10/19-10/23/16.  A Board or staff member who may be interested in attending the annual meeting should submit her/his request to the Board office.

Discussion on Proper Signature Blocks for Psychologists:  Discussion tabled until the next meeting.

Request for Disability Accommodations for EPPP:  For an individual with a documented disability, accommodations for the EPPP will be made on a case-by-case basis.

Psychology Interjurisdictional Compact (PSYPACT):  The Board of Directors of ASPPB announced that Arizona is the first state to adopt the Psychology Interjurisdictional Compact (PSYPACT), an interstate compact designed to facilitate telehealth and temporary in-person, face-to-face practice of psychology across jurisdictional boundaries.  The Board will ask the Attorney General’s Office to review PSYPACT and provide guidance to the Board.

Executive Session:  The Board re-entered executive session at 11:10AM on a unanimous vote based on a motion by Bruce and a second by Overturf for the purposes of administering oral examinations to Applicants #359 and #364 and discussing complaints.  The Board exited executive session at 12:50PM on a unanimous vote based on a motion by Overturf and a second by Buchkoski.

Vote on Applicants #354, #351, #357, #363, #362, #359, and #364:  Wiemers moved and Bruce seconded a motion that the Board ratifies the licenses for Applicants #354, #351, #357, #363, #362, and #364 by virtue of passing the oral exam and satisfying all licensing requirements. The motion carried on a unanimous vote.  Wiemers moved and Woldt seconded a motion to not ratify the license for Applicant #359 due to failure to pass the oral exam. 

Complaint #212:  Based on a recommendation by Overturf, Bruce moved and Wiemers seconded a motion to dismiss Complaint #212 due to lack of sufficient evidence of a violation of SD Codified Law 36-27A-28.  The motion carried on a unanimous vote, with Overturf abstaining. 

Data Collection Update/Board Office Technology Upgrade:  Lesselyoung advised the Board office has continued to research providers for the necessary technology upgrade and has received a preliminary bid from a company servicing several other State Boards.   The Board office will contact the other State Boards for their input on the software provider.  Tellinghuisen advised there is no funding available from the State and the costs will need to be split between Boards relative to number of licensees, those having multiple levels of licensure and continuing education requirements.  The Board office will provide further detailed cost and budgetary information at the next meeting. 
Date of Next Meeting: The next meeting will be held Thursday, December 1 in Sioux Falls.

Buchkoski adjourned the meeting at 1:20PM CDT following a unanimous vote based on a motion by Woldt and a second by Overturf.
