Call to Order
The meeting of the South Dakota State Historical Society Board of Trustees was called to order by President Brad Tennant on September 12, 2014 at 8:45 a.m. in the Education Room of the Cultural Heritage Center, Pierre, South Dakota.  A quorum was present.

Welcome and Announcements

President Brad Tennant welcomed the members of the board, staff of the South Dakota State Historical Society and guests.  
Board Minutes

Minutes of the board of trustees’ meeting of June 27, 2014 were mailed to the members of the Board of Trustees after the meeting.  A MOTION TO APPROVE the minutes of July 27, 2014 was made by Laurie Langland and seconded by John Fowler. The motion was approved.
State Review Board

The State Review Board convened at 8:50 a.m.

National Register Nominations
State Historic Preservation Office staff presented seven nominations for review.
Presented by Liz Almlie:

1) Frank and Sarah Drake Claim House, Colman vicinity, Moody County.
The Drake Claim House is eligible at a local level for the National Register of Historic Places under Criterion A for Exploration/Settlement.  Because most claim era resources were demolished or built into larger residences, it is rare for a claim house to have retained its historic dimensions and materials and be able to easily tell a visible story of homesteading.  The Claim House was relocated from its original location after the homesteading period, but Criteria Consideration B is met by its having been moved near its original location to an adjacent property associated with the family of the original builder and in a compatible setting.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Tom Tobin and seconded by Rolene Schliesman to recommend the approval of the nomination of the Frank and Sarah Drake Claim House to the National Register of Historic Places. The motion was approved.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to include properties for comparison and dimensions of the building.
Presented by Jennifer Brosz:
2) Norbeck-Nicholson Carriage House, Redfield, Spink County.

The Norbeck-Nicholson Carriage House is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under Criteria A and C.  The carriage house is locally significant under Criterion A for its association with early trends in vehicular transportation.  It is also significant under Criterion C in the area of architecture as an important local example of masonry carriage house construction.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Rolene Schliesman and seconded by Robert Kolbe to recommend the Norbeck-Nicholson Carriage House to the National Register of Historic Places. Motion prevailed on a roll call vote with 9 ayes and 1 abstaining vote.  Members voting aye:  Fowler, Harnois, Kolbe, Langland, Sanders, Schliesman, Tennant, Tobin, and Wolff.  Abstain: Lauck.  (Jon Lauck joined the meeting by speaker phone during this presentation)  The Trustees recommended the nomination be edited for repetitive information. 
Presented by Chris B. Nelson:
3) Quamman House, Lemmon, Perkins County.

The Quamman House is locally significant under the National Register of Historic Places Criterion C.  The period of significance is 1910, the date of construction.  It is also locally significant under Criterion C as the best example of the Prairie Style in Lemmon.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Rolene Schliesman and seconded by Peggy Sanders to recommend the Quamman House to the National Register of Historic Places. Motion prevailed unanimously on a roll call vote with 10 ayes.  Members voting aye:  Fowler, Harnois, Kolbe, Langland, Lauck, Sanders, Schliesman, Tennant, Tobin, and Wolff.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to include the name be changed to “Ole Quamman House,” add garden as “object,” reorder interior description in Section 7, and note that the glass block is over 50 years old in Section 7. 
4) Murdo State Bank, Murdo, Jones County.

The Murdo State Bank is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under Criteria A and C.  Its significance is local.  It is eligible under Criterion A under Commerce.  It represents the extreme financial difficulties South Dakota experienced during the 1920s when it weathered one of the highest bank failure rates in the nation. The bank is also eligible under Criterion C under Architecture.  It is a commercial style building with Classical elements to embellish its style.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Robert Kolbe and seconded by John Fowler to recommend the Murdo State Bank to the National Register of Historic Places. Motion prevailed unanimously on a roll call vote with 10 ayes.  Members voting aye:  Fowler, Harnois, Kolbe, Langland, Lauck, Sanders, Schliesman, Tennant, Tobin, and Wolff.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to include survey information on similar properties in Murdo to strengthen its integrity and significance argument. Barbara Hockenbery, owner of the Murdo State Bank was available to answer questions.
5) Anderson-Ridley Ranch, St. Onge vicinity, Lawrence County.
The Anderson-Ridley Ranch yard is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under Criteria A and C.  It is eligible under Criterion A under Exploration/Settlement and also under Agriculture.  It is eligible under Criterion C for Architecture.  A MOTION WAS MADE by John Fowler and seconded by Richard Harnois to recommend the Anderson-Ridley Ranch to the National Register of Historic Places.  Motion prevailed unanimously on a roll call vote with 10 ayes.  Members voting aye:  Fowler, Harnois, Kolbe, Langland, Lauck, Sanders, Schliesman, Tennant, Tobin, and Wolff.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to include changing the name to Rasmus and Elemine Anderson Homestead Ranch, compare to other surveyed regional properties and include that data in nominating, move “Ridley” name to “Other” for name, and explore Frawley Ranch connection.
Jon Lauck exited the meeting by speaker phone at this time.

6) Concrete Interstate Tipis of South Dakota, multiple counties on I-90 and I-29.
South Dakota’s Interstate Tipis are eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under Criteria A and C.  Their level of significance is statewide.  The tipis are eligible under Criterion A under Entertainment/Recreation for their contribution to promote tourism.  The tipis are also eligible under Criterion A under Transportation for their cultural and aesthetic contribution to the interstate highway program.  The tipis are eligible under Criterion C as works of Art.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Tom Tobin and seconded by John Fowler to recommend the Concrete Interstate Tipis of South Dakota to the National Register of Historic Places.  The motion was approved.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to include to correct the name to “Ward,” add context from the Federal Highways Study of the Interstate, clarify the construction technique of the lodge poles, and include South Dakota examples of Roadside Giants for comparison.
7) Kudrna Homestead and Ranch, Scenic vicinity, Pennington County.
The Kudrna Homestead and Ranch is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under Criteria A and C.  It is eligible under Criterion A for Exploration/Settlements and Agriculture.  It is eligible under Criterion C for Architecture.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Tom Tobin and seconded by Robert Kolbe to recommend the Kudrna Homestead and Ranch to the National Register of Historic Places.  The motion was approved.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to include to change the date on Page 8-3 to “1890,” an include context information on Prairie Homestead and other regional ranches where information is available to strengthen the Section 8 argument. 
Doug Albertson, ranch manager for the property was available to answer questions.

The Historic Preservation Specialists agreed to make all the above recommended changes before forwarding the nominations to the Keeper of the National Register.

The state review board adjourned at 10:15 a.m.

Reports
Director Jay D. Vogt submitted his report.  (Attachment #1).  Director Vogt had no additions to his report. 
Jim Haug, State Archaeologist, submitted his report.  (Attachment #2).  Haug gave an update on the removal of human remains found in the I-90 right-of-way at Exit 2 in North Sioux City.  They found remains of nine individuals.

Ted Spencer, Director of the State Historic Preservation Office, submitted his report.  (Attachment #3).  Spencer had no additions to his report.  However, he mentioned that the “Historic Properties 101 for Realtors” workshops hosted by his office and held in Sioux Falls and Rapid City were well received.  His office will be hosting the 2015 Annual History Conference in Pierre May 29-30, 2015. 
Chelle Somsen, State Archivist, submitted the Archives report.  (Attachment #4).  Somsen had no additions to her report.  She mentioned that she is currently in the process of interviewing for the Processing Archivist position and hopes to have someone hired by the end of October.
Jay Smith, Museum Director, submitted his report. (Attachment #5). Smith reported that repairs to the milk cow interactive exhibit have been made and the milk cow is now functioning correctly.  Smith and Dan Brosz will be traveling to Kansas City, Missouri to attend a dinner with donors for the featured exhibition The Plains Indians: Artists of Earth and Sky.  The Museum’s Sioux Horse Effigy Stick is featured in this exhibition.
Nancy T. Koupal. Director of Research and Publishing, submitted her report. (Attachment #6).  Koupal
passed around the advanced reading copy (ARC) of Pioneer Girl: The Annotated Autobiography.  She 
stated that there are only 300 copies and they are in demand.  She stated that reviews will start coming in 
about the first of November and the possible release date will be sometime between November 18-22. 

Michael Lewis, President of the South Dakota Historical Society Foundation, submitted his report. (Attachment #7). Lewis reported that his office has hired a new bookkeeper, Dawn Stover, to fill the position vacated by Dianna Velder.  Lewis mentioned that the Foundation is partnering with the South Dakota State Historical Society Press on an art print commemorating Pioneer Girl.  The print would depict the cover art of Pioneer Girl: The Annotated Autobiography. There would be 125 limited edition prints and 15 commemorative prints. 
Michael Lewis introduced John Teupel, Chairperson for the Foundation board.  (Attachment #8). Teupel talked about the South Dakota Historical Society Foundation working on the Strategic Planning process. Larry Fuller with Insight Builders LLC from Sioux Falls is the hired consultant.  The draft plan with mission statement, vision, and new strategic plan is in final review.  The Trustees were all provided a copy of the draft plan prior to the board meeting.  Discussion took place regarding the Trustees input for any final adjustments before the Strategic Plan is taken to the Foundation board for approval at their fall board meeting.
New Business

Jim Haug from the Archaeological Research Center presented a Record of Deaccessions request.  (Attachment #9).  A MOTION WAS MADE by Robert Kolbe and seconded by Richard Harnois to approve Accession Number 121 as presented.  The motion was approved.  This record of deaccession pertains to the Cheyenne River Sioux Tribe owning the property where these materials were excavated and is therefore the owner of the collection and all associated documentation.
Copies of the proposed 2015 Deadwood Historic Preservation Commission Budget were mailed to board members beforehand. Ted Spencer, Director of the State Historic Preservation Office, introduced Deadwood Historic Preservation Officer Kevin Kuchenbecker and said he analyzed the proposed $9.2 million budget and had no issues with it. Kuchenbecker introduced Georgeann Silvernail, Laura Floyd, Thomas Blair and Michael Johnson who were with him in support of the budget proposal. Kuchenbecker gave a PowerPoint presentation of the 2015 budget and shared handouts that had the presentation slide-by-slide and explained the budget item-by-item. After the presentation, Kuchenbecker and the other Deadwood city representatives answered questions from the Board of Trustees. A MOTION WAS MADE by David Wolff and seconded by Robert Kolbe to approve the 2015 Deadwood Historic Preservation Budget. The motion was approved.

Other Business

The next Board of Trustees meeting is scheduled for December 12, 2014 in Pierre.
A MOTION WAS MADE by Tom Tobin and seconded by Robert Kolbe to award a certificate of recognition to Barbara Trumbull of Hot Springs for her volunteer work in carrying out Helen Magee’s wishes to preserve Hot Springs-area history.  The motion was approved.

A MOTION WAS MADE by Peggy Sanders and seconded by David Wolff to award a certificate of recognition to Golden West Telecommunications for diligence in preserving the sandstone exterior wall when they renovated their office building in Hot Springs.  The motion was approved. 

President Tennant advised board members that the Governor’s Tourism Advisory Board does not have a date set for their next meeting.  The South Dakota Arts Council is meeting November 7, 2014, in Pierre.
Executive Session

A MOTION WAS MADE by John Fowler and seconded by Rolene Schliesman to go into executive session at 1:50 p.m.  The motion was approved.  President Tennant moved from executive session at 2:20 p.m.

President Tennant appointed Peggy Sanders, Robert Kolbe and Tom Tobin to a committee to proceed with the Sully County land.

A MOTION WAS MADE by Robert Kolbe and seconded by Rolene Schliesman to adjourn the meeting at 2:25 p.m.  The motion was approved.
