Welcome and Announcements

President Brad Tennant welcomed the members of the board, staff of the South Dakota State Historical Society and guests.   
Board Minutes

Minutes of the board of trustees’ meeting of September 12, 2014 were mailed to the members of the Board of Trustees after the meeting.  A MOTION TO APPROVE the minutes of September 12, 2014
was made by David Wolff and seconded by Robert Kolbe.  Motion prevailed unanimously on a roll call vote with 10 ayes.  Members voting aye:  Fowler, Harnois, Hazard, Kolbe, Langland, Sanders, Schliesman, Tennant, Tobin and Wolff.
State Review Board
The State Review Board convened at 8:50 a.m.
National Register Nominations

State Historic Preservation Officer, Liz Almlie, presented one nomination for review.
Liz Almlie stated that the Historic Preservation Office summer intern, Menno Schukking, prepared the nomination.
1) First National Bank, Freeman, Hutchinson County

The First National Bank is nominated for the National Register of Historic Places at a local level under Criterion A for Commerce and Economics as a good example of the small-town banking industry in Freeman.  Discussion took place regarding the nomination. A MOTION WAS MADE by Rolene Schliesman and seconded by Laurie Langland, to table the nomination for further information and review by the board.  Motion prevailed unanimously on a roll call vote with 10 ayes.  Members voting aye:  Fowler, Harnois, Hazard, Kolbe, Langland, Sanders, Schliesman, Tennant, Tobin and Wolff.  

Ted Spencer reviewed the Federal Grants-In-Aid Distribution Plan, FFY2015, with the Board of Trustees.  (Attachment #1).  A MOTION WAS MADE by Rolene Schliesman and seconded by David Wolff, to accept the presented work plan.  Motion prevailed unanimously on a roll call vote with 10 ayes.  Members voting aye:  Fowler, Harnois, Hazard, Kolbe, Langland,  Sanders, Schliesman, Tennant, Tobin and Wolff.  

Ted Spencer presented a synopsis of the Statewide Historic Preservation Five Year Plan survey results.

The state review board adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
Reports

Director Jay D. Vogt submitted his report.  (Attachment #2).  Director Vogt reported that none of the increases requested in our budget were approved.  Vogt stated that Jeff Mammenga will be the contact person for our office to update the new Boards and Commissions website portal, which is in the testing stage right now.  The purpose of this website is to supply the public and state government with a one-stop shop for all the boards and commissions in the State of South Dakota (i.e. meeting dates, past meeting minutes). Vogt mentioned that there will be two bills introduced to the legislature regarding the South Dakota State Historical Society.  One pertains to deleting three sections of law which are out of date and the other one updates language of statutes in the State Historical Society.  He mentioned that the Legislative Reception at the Cultural Heritage Center will be Thursday, January 15 from
4:00-6:00 p.m. 
Jim Haug, State Archaeologist, submitted his report.  (Attachment #3).  Haug was unavailable and Director Vogt stated there were no new updates to Haug’s report.  

Chelle Somsen, State Archivist, submitted the Archives report.  (Attachment #4).  Somsen had no additions to her report.   
John Fowler exited the meeting by speaker phone at this time.

Ted Spencer, Director of the State Historic Preservation Office submitted his report.  (Attachment #5).  Spencer had no additions to his report.
Ted Spencer gave an update on the progress of the South Dakota State Historical Society History Conference scheduled May 29-30, 2015 at the Ramkota in Pierre.  The title of the conference is “Prairie to Pines: People and Their Environment in South Dakota.”   The board received an outline of the topics to be covered at the conference.
Jay Smith, Director for the Museum, submitted his report.  (Attachment #6).  Smith had no additions to his report.  However, in response to John Fowler’s earlier praise of Smith for his work on the Sioux Horse Effigy project, Smith wanted to remind the board that it was a team effort, and that his staff, particularly Dan Brosz for his work on the curatorial aspects of the loan, deserved high praise as well.  March 2, 2015 is the opening day of the exhibit in New York.
Nancy T. Koupal, Director of Research and Publishing, submitted her report.  (Attachment #7).  Koupal 
distributed a detailed report to the trustees outlining the last three weeks in her office in regards to 
Pioneer Girl: The Annotated Autobiography.  She thanked the Foundation and Director Vogt for their 
support for this project.  Koupal passed around some ads and articles to show what funneled the book-buying traffic to the Press.  The Los Angeles Times, Wall Street Journal, Herald Scotland, Le Monde, and the Milwaukee Journal Sentinel all reviewed Pioneer Girl.  The BBC Women’s Hour featured an interview with Koupal, and the Wall Street Journal ran an interview with Pamela Smith Hill.  In addition, the book was featured in the National Enquirer and several national holiday gift catalogs.
Michael Lewis, President of the South Dakota Historical Society Foundation, submitted his report
(Attachment #8).  Lewis reported that the Heritage Stores at the Cultural Heritage Center and the Capitol
have a limited supply of Pioneer Girl books.  Lewis introduced John Teupel, Chairman for the
Foundation board.  He handed out the final version of the South Dakota Historical Society Foundation
Strategic Plan to the trustees.  He stated the Foundation board formally approved this on December 5.  The plan is in place and now it’s in execution to direct the activities now forward using a five year road map.  Teupel mentioned that there is a 43% gross increase in revenue dollars for the Heritage Stores through October results.  He said there are cash flow concerns regarding the Pioneer Girl project.  This concern is being discussed with the Press staff and Foundation Investment Advisor to make sure the Foundation can meet the unusual cash needs for the project.  He said the Foundation is still looking for board members and they will take referrals.  Teupel stated that they have a new board member who is an appraiser and would be willing to help out with the Sully County land issue if needed.
New Business
Six projects were recommended to the board for approval for Deadwood Fund grants. (Attachment #9).  A MOTION WAS MADE by Jeffery Hazard and seconded by Rolene Schliesman to approve the recommended grants to Custer County Courthouse, Custer ($13,000); Pioneer School Museum, Hot Springs ($9,850); Harrison DeLong House, Sioux Falls ($5,100); Hyde Block, Pierre ($6,000); Milwaukee Road Depot, Yankton ($15,000) and Dell Rapids Odd Fellows Home, Dell Rapids ($10,000).  The motion was approved.
Kate Nelson presented the state property tax moratorium requests for the board’s consideration.  The following 16 applications were approved:  Olwin-Angell Building, Aberdeen; First National Bank, Freeman; Lampert & Frease Building, Rapid City; Fairmont Creamery Building, Rapid City; State Theatre, Sioux Falls; Avery House, Sioux Falls; Walter Rowe House, Pierre; Clark/Mullen & Munn Block/Pineview Hotel, Deadwood; Motor Service Company/The Garage, Rapid City; Whittier School, Mitchell; Brookings Masonic Temple, Brookings; 911 West Boulevard, Rapid City; Kennedy Mansion, Canton; Aby’s Feed and Seed, Rapid City; Lown Mercantile Building, Spearfish; and Odd Fellows Home, Dell Rapids.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Jeffery Hazard to approve the 16 property tax moratorium requests as recommended and seconded by Peggy Sanders.  The motion was approved.
A MOTION WAS MADE by Tom Tobin and seconded by Richard Harnois to approve the property tax moratorium request for 35 Jackson, Deadwood.  The motion was approved.  Members voting nay: Schliesman and Tennant.

A MOTION WAS MADE by Richard Harnois and seconded by Rolene Schliesman to approve the property tax moratorium requests for the Farley-Loetscher Company Building I/Frank Transfer & Storage Warehouse, Sioux Falls and the L & A Baking Company, Sioux Falls. The motion was approved.  Abstaining vote:  Hazard.
A MOTION WAS MADE by Rolene Schliesman and seconded by Richard Harnois to deny the property tax moratorium request for the Gunderson House, Centerville.  The motion was approved.
Director Jay D. Vogt presented the proposed rule changes regarding 24:52:05:01-Membership fee for the State Historical Society and 24:52:05:02-Fees for services by the State Historical Society.  (Attachment #11).  Vogt reviewed the procedures to have the administrative rules changed.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Richard Harnois and seconded by Tom Tobin to authorize the opening of ARSD Chapters 24:52:05:01 and 24:52:05:02 and to proceed with the hearing process.  The motion was approved.

The dates selected for 2015 meetings of the Board of Trustees have been set for May 28, Pierre; September 11, Pierre; and December 11, Pierre.  Discussion took place to have the summer board meeting out-of-town somewhere instead of having the board meeting by conference call.  Trustees will be contacted at a later date regarding the summer board meeting.

Discussion took place regarding John Fowler’s email dated December 5, 2014 that was sent to the trustees.  Director Vogt stated he needs to meet with the program directors and put together a plan to proceed and present to the board.  If you have any comments, you are to send them to Vogt. 
Old Business

President Tennant asked if there was anything new to report regarding the status of the Sully County land.  Committee members of Robert Kolbe, Tom Tobin and Peggy Sanders said they hadn’t had an opportunity to meet and would be meeting today. 

Other Business

Recommendations for Certificates of Recognition were presented. (Attachment #12).  A MOTION WAS MADE by Richard Harnois and seconded by Peggy Sanders to award a Certificate of Recognition to the individuals and organizations presented.  The motion was approved. 
There was no executive session.

The next Board of Trustees meeting is scheduled for May 28, 2015 in Pierre, along with the Public Hearing regarding the proposed rule changes.
The meeting was adjourned by acclamation at 1:25 p.m.
