May 28, 2015
Call to Order
The meeting of the South Dakota State Historical Society Board of Trustees was called to order by President Brad Tennant on May 28, 2015 at 12:45 p.m. in the Education Room of the Cultural Heritage Center, Pierre, South Dakota.  A quorum was present.

Welcome and Announcements

President Brad Tennant welcomed the members of the board and staff of the South Dakota State Historical Society and guests.  He introduced Dr. Melody Schopp, Secretary for the South Dakota Department of Education. She answered questions regarding her department.  Tennant welcomed Francis Whitebird to the board.  Ted Spencer introduced Historic Preservation intern, Crystal Kulhanek.        
Board Minutes

Minutes of the board of trustees’ meeting of December 12, 2014 were mailed to the members of the Board of Trustees after the meeting.  A MOTION TO APPROVE the minutes of December 12, 2014 was made by David Wolff, seconded by Laurie Langland, and approved unanimously. 
At 1:10 p.m. a public hearing was held to amend Administrative Rules 24:52:05:01 and 24:52:05:02.  The South Dakota State Historical Society intends to amend rules to increase the membership fees for the State Historical Society; an increase fees at the State Archives for microfilm production, and adding fees for the new services of digital camera use and microfiche scanning.  The proposed rules also adjust fees charged by the Archaeological Research Center for its services regarding curation, permits, and data services and to remove rules for fees charged for certain other services.  It was noted that the date and purpose of the hearing was published in three South Dakota newspapers requesting public comment, oral or written.  There was no public comment.  A MOTION WAS MADE by John Fowler, seconded by David Wolff, to approve the changes to amend Rules 24:52:05:01 and 24:52:05:02.  The motion was approved.
The public hearing was adjourned at 1:20 p.m.  (Attachment #1).
State Review Board

The State Review board convened at 1:22 p.m.

National Register Nominations

State Historic Preservation Officer, Liz Almlie, presented three nominations for review.

1) Harmony Friends Church, Wessington Springs, Jerauld County

The Harmony Friends Church is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places at a statewide level under Criterion A in the area of Religion for its representation of the history of the Society of Friends denomination in South Dakota.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Jon Lauck and seconded by Jeffery Hazard to recommend the Harmony Friends Church to the National Register of Historic Places.  The motion was approved.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to include an overview of the beliefs of the Society of Friends, more description of the lunch stand, amend “Architectural Style” to “none,” and add dates of recent alterations to front doors and roof.  Melissa Schimke, one of the multiple owners of the property was available to answer questions. 

2) Terrace Park and Japanese Gardens, Sioux Falls, Minnehaha County

Terrace Park and Japanese Gardens is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places at a local level under Criterion A for Entertainment/Recreation and Social History.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Jeffery Hazard and seconded by Richard Harnois to recommend the Terrace Park and Japanese Gardens to the National Register of Historic Places.  The motion was approved.  Abstain:  John Fowler.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to include clear statements on the “Areas of Significance” and include archival images of landscape plans.
3)  First National Bank, Freeman, Hutchinson County

The First National Bank in Freeman is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places at a local level under Criterion A in the area of Commerce.  A MOTION WAS MADE by Rolene Schliesman and seconded by Peggy Sanders to recommend the First National Bank to the National Register of Historic Places.  The motion was approved.  The Trustees recommended the nomination to edit Page 13 to change the term “cement” to “concrete.”
The state review board adjourned at 1:50 p.m.

Reports

Director Jay D. Vogt submitted his report.  (Attachment #2).  Director Vogt reported that Item numbers 1 regarding the budget and 2 regarding the Executive Order of his report impact both departments (Tourism and Education).  He mentioned that he inadvertently forgot to name Jennifer Phillips of Aberdeen who was named the 2015 History Teacher of the year in his report.  He reported that there will be a Section 106 training held in Pierre July 7-9.  Vogt mentioned that there will be a rededication of the Civil War Monument in Pierre Monday, June 1 at 11:00 a.m.  It will be 95 years since the monument was first dedicated.  Comments were made in reference to the April monthly report regarding marketing and attendance figures and a recommendation was made by one of the Trustees to have someone from outside the office sit in on the Marketing Committee meetings.
Jim Haug, State Archaeologist, submitted his report.  (Attachment #3).  Haug mentioned that he has filled the Senior Archaeologist and Accounting positions.  Dave Williams has been hired as the Senior Archaeologist and Nan Halvorson for the accounting position.  He mentioned that he still has a Senior Archaeologist position to fill.

Chelle Somsen, State Archivist, submitted the Archives report.  (Attachment #4).  Somsen was unavailable and Matthew Reitzel reported that the part-time National Endowment for the Humanities grant funded library technician has been filled by Xzayana Henderson.
Ted Spencer, Director of the State Historic Preservation Office submitted his report.  (Attachment #5).  Spencer reported that the D.C. Fish Hatchery in Spearfish is not eligible for the National Historic Landmark listing.  He asked the Trustees for consideration and leeway when considering National Register nominations in the future; as consultants will be putting together the nominations due to a back log of approximately 38 properties awaiting NR listing.  He stated that the Historic Preservation staff will be presenting them to the board.  Spencer mentioned that his office is continuing consultations and coordination on Wind Farm project applications.  He answered questions about the Hot Springs Battle Mountain Sanitarium National Historic Landmark.
Jay Smith, Director for the Museum, submitted his report.  (Attachment #6).  Smith reported that the only addition to his report is the approximate attendance figures for the effigy displayed at the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York was between 150,000-200,000; and an overall attendance figure of 450,000-500,000.

Nancy T. Koupal, Director of Research and Publishing, submitted her report.  (Attachment #7).  Koupal was unavailable and Jeanne Ode reported that Koupal was at Book Expo America in New York City promoting Press books.  She mentioned that sixth and seventh printings of Pioneer Girl have been ordered and that the grand total of copies printed will be 150,000.
Michael Lewis, President of the South Dakota Historical Society Foundation, submitted his report.  (Attachment #8).  Additional comments referred to the current fund raising efforts to support the Sioux Horse Effigy project for the October celebration.  Lewis addressed a question on the Pioneer Girl cover art print sales with the Press retaining the original watercolor.  Lewis announced that the South Dakota Community Foundation grant has been received this week.  He answered questions on the Badger Clark books, for the next reprint of one of the books and that the Foundation will take possession of that book within the next week.  John Teupel, Chairman of the Foundation Board was present and answered questions on the Foundation’s involvement with the funding of the Pioneer Girl book and where it is, due to the large print volumes and potential revenue status for the project.
At this time Tom Tobin joined the board meeting by phone.

Old Business

A handout was included in the board packets from the Office of Attorney General regarding the ownership and management of the gifted Sully County Land.  (Attachment #9).  Committee members of Robert Kolbe, Tom Tobin and Peggy Sanders have made contact with each other regarding the status of the Sully County land.  Discussion took place regarding the opinion referenced in the letter from the Office of Attorney General.  Kolbe’s concern is that the letter does not state who receives the money if the land is leased or sold.  Tobin suggested that someone meet with the Attorney General’s Office regarding the concerns discussed.  The Trustees felt it was appropriate for Director Jay Vogt to sit down with the committee and report back to the board with a plan.
Tom Tobin exited the meeting at this time.

New Business
Kimberly Smith, Archives Librarian, presented a Record of Deaccessions request.  (Attachment #10).  A MOTION WAS MADE by Laurie Langland and seconded by Richard Harnois to approve the library books indicated on the Deaccession Record attachment as presented.  The motion was approved.  This record of deaccession pertains to books that were previously cataloged and have been removed from the South Dakota State Archives catalog because they are out-of-scope, outdated, or duplicate copies.
Four projects were recommended to the board for approval for Deadwood Fund grants. (Attachment #11).  A MOTION WAS MADE by Jon Lauck and seconded by Robert Kolbe, to approve the recommended grants to the Anderson/Frawley Barn, Spearfish ($10,350); Bowen House, Sioux Falls ($14,740); Shriver-Johnson Building, Sioux Falls ($15,000); and the Whittier School/Lofts, Mitchell ($15,000).   The motion was approved. 
Discussion took place regarding the rules pertaining to awarding Deadwood Fund grants.  Board Chairman Tennant appointed a subcommittee to review the criteria set for awarding Deadwood Fund grants.  Jeffery Hazard and Rolene Schliesman were appointed to the subcommittee.  They will meet with Historic Preservation Director Ted Spencer and report back to the board.  
Director Vogt included a handout in the board packet titled “The Value of History.”  (Attached #12).   Discussion took place regarding the handout and its intention.  Vogt mentioned that it is a tool to use to promote history programs using the seven principles outlined.  He would like to see the South Dakota State Historical Society added to the list of organizations to endorse, share, and use this statement on “The Value of History.”  The statement is as follows:  “The following organizations endorse these principles and are committed to history and to seeing history play a greater role in our educational systems, in our communities, in our nation, and in the lives of fellow citizens.  We are committed to helping the entire history field make the move from nice to necessary.”   A MOTION WAS MADE by Jon Lauck and seconded by Rolene Schliesman to approve the endorsement of “The Value of History.”
The motion was approved.  Abstain-John Fowler.  Prior to the final approval, Fowler asked to retract the motion so there was time to read and review it.  However, Jon Lauck did not accept since it was included in the board packet mailed out prior to the board meeting with plenty of time to review it and asked to follow through with the motion. 

A MOTION WAS MADE by Jon Lauck and seconded by Peggy Sanders to adopt a Resolution on the teaching of South Dakota history and send it to Secretary Melody Schopp to provide to the South Dakota Department of Education Social Studies Standards Work Group Committee to adopt at their July 2015 meeting. The motion was approved.  (Attachment #13)  Jon Lauck, Brad Tennant, and David Wolff agreed to serve on a subcommittee to study improving the teaching of South Dakota history in the K-12 education system.

Other Business

Ted Spencer reported on the South Dakota State Historical Society History Conference scheduled
May 29-30 at the Ramkota Hotel in Pierre.  The title of the conference is “Prairie to Pines: People and Their Environment in South Dakota.”  There are 149 people registered for the conference and nine vendors.
Director Vogt reported that Governor Daugaard appointed Francis Whitebird and reappointed Jon Lauck to a three year term on the Board of Trustees.   Historical Society members re-elected Peggy Sanders, Oral and Rolene Schliesman, Wilmot, to serve on the Board of Trustees for another three year term.    
Recommendations for Certificates of Recognition were presented.  (Attachment #14).  A MOTION WAS MADE by Peggy Sanders, seconded by Jeffery Hazard, to award certificates of recognition to the individuals and organizations presented.  The motion was approved.
The summer board meeting will be held by telephone conference call on Tuesday, July 28, 10:00 a.m. Central Time.  There will be a board meeting in Pierre on September 11 and December 11. 
Board member Rolene Schliesman will be drafting a board member attendance policy to present at the next board meeting.  She will be in communication with Director Vogt regarding this. 
There was no executive session.

The meeting was adjourned by acclamation at 4:25 p.m.
