II. Agenda Topics 

1. Comment publicly on any rules or regulations proposed by the state regarding the education of children with disabilities
· Restraints and Seclusion Update, Linda Turner
· One of a few states that do not have any rules for seclusions and restraints
· Another Stakeholder group meeting in Oct.
· Process for approval – present to the Board of Education for first read (tentatively planned for January), public comment, public hearing, potential adoption by the Board, legislative review committee, then in effect
· Broke into small groups – Marie expressed concerns with liability issues
· Marie requested input from audience member Greg Riley who spoke about what Children’s Home Society uses 
·  they use a national curriculum that trains and re-trains members.
· Training is a certification that has a written and physical portion to pass.
· Most national curriculums require a 2nd person to monitor behavior which helps with liability issues.
· Doug was curious if the 3 items in seclusion were clearing defined.  If not, they need to be.  

2. Advise the SEA in developing evaluations and reporting on data to the Secretary under section 618 of the Act
· SPED Determinations, Linda Turner
· Over last 9 years OSEP taking steps for results for accountability
· Previously OSEP only used compliance, 2014 they included results
· Data sets are from 13-14 school year, some are from 12-13
· SD scored 19 out of 20 for Compliance and 14 out of 20 for Results
· Results Indicators = 1, 2, 3, 4A, 5, 6, 7, 8, 14
· Compliance Indicators = 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 15, 16
· Doing well on compliance indicators, not well on results 
· SD’s overall score was – Needs Improvements

· 10 staff members 15 students
· Barb Rowenharst – gave overview of MTSS
· 1.  Explicit Instruction 2. Systematic Instruction 3. Differentiated Instruction 4. Big Ideas (phonological awareness, letter/sound correspondence, decoding, irregular words)
· MTSS Framework = Leadership – Professional Learning – Empowering Culture
· RtI can provide services to student who do not qualify for SPED services
· RtI represents a progressive intervention approach that identifies students at risk for learning difficulties including those who may have a specific learning disability and proves early intervention with the goal of improving achievement of all students.
· Deadwood reading coaches
· Went over schedule their school uses for RtI
· Have been doing RtI for 6 or 7 years, wasn’t until last year that Julie Popham, state assigned MTSS coordinator, told their principal that they needed a 90 minute block of uninterrupted reading time.  Julie coaches classroom teachers on the interventions, she comes and looks at what they do and corrects it.  Have revamped their curriculums because they have a high level of corrective and intensive students, which takes a lot of their time.
· RDA Update (Shelly Shaw)
· Ran out of time – had to move to our next meeting’s agenda
· NCSC Standard Setting Update (Sara Hoogheem)
· Went to Indianapolis in August to set proficiency levels for the NCSC consortium
· Teacher were selected from all the states in the consortium for this activity
· Used the ordered item booklet method to establish cut scores

· Vocational Rehabilitation Update, Bernie Grimmie
· Workforce Innovation and Opportunities Act – July 22, 2015
· Increased role in Transition Services
· 15% of Federal Award specifically for Transition Services for Students with Disabilities
· Pre-Employment Transition Services defined and available to potential VR Clients
· Changes in Supported Employment Funding
· Unified State Plan to be submitted march 3, 2016
· Final Regulations early 2016
· Interagency agreements updates, Linda Turner
· Board of Regents interagency agreement signed in February
· Department of Social Services and Department of Corrections are up in March and May and will be reviewed
· Transition – due to the Workforce Act may require some changes.
· Priority Setting, Shauna Crane, TAESE
· Reviewed Annual Report and made necessary edits to the document
· Performed an activity to select our Priority’s for the coming year
· Decided it would be a better idea to select fewer to attempt to focus more efforts and make more impactful recommendations
· Each member received 3 cards to write a topic for the upcoming Priority of the Panel.
· List of recommendations were as followed: Secondary Transition, Info on Indicator 13, Transition from School, Secondary Transition – including drop out, job skills, Accountability Matrix – Transition, Shortage of Special Education teachers, Qualified Staffing, SPED Teacher Shortage, Teacher and Special Services Shortages, Pay, Teacher Shortage, Reading and Disabilities Training, Ongoing Training, Identification of emotional behavioral disabilities, Mental Health Continued, Mental health counseling in schools, Disportionate representation, compliance by race and ethnicity in rate of suspension, dropout rate, RDA/dropout/Performance Rate, Drop-out rate to go down, disability drop-out rate, dropout rate – persistence to graduation, Native Americans, Restraint/Seclusion Training/Funding, Parental Involvement – continue trend, Move out of NA Level, Restraint/Seclusion Policy Set, Finalize Seclusion and Restraint Document
· The Panel select Secondary Transition as it’s Priority for the upcoming year.

· Complaints – All complaints were within the timeline except one was extended
· Due Process Hearing 
· Transportation IEP and resolved with mediation
· District requested out of district placement. District withdrew due to resolution
· Todd County in May 2015
· Whether the Todd County School District’s failure to order an evaluation after referral and request for evaluations by the guardian violated the IDEA and deprived student of FAPE – YES
· Whether the Todd County School District’s expulsion of student without the procedural safeguards of the IDEA deprived student of RAPE = Yes
