· 19 out of 20 points for Compliance for a score3 of 95%
· 18 out of 24 points for Results for a score of 75% (4 point/17% increase for last year)
· Score = 85% - Meets Requirements, last year was 76.67% - Needs Assistance

· Increase in the number of students with disabilities participating in Smarter Balanced in 4th grade
· Percent of 8th grade students with disabilities participating in NAEP
· Lowering the dropout rate for students with disabilities
· Increasing the percent of students with disabilities graduating
· Areas to Improve
· Although graduation rate and dropout rate improved, SD ranks in the middle third compared to all states.  We want to be ranked in the top third.
· Participation rate in the Smarter Balanced assessment by student with disabilities needs to increase lowering students being tested on the MSAA.  Under ESSA, states are capped at 1% participation in the alternate assessment.
· Districts determinations have been released and districts can see how they are performing compared to state targets

· Annual Report, Advisory Panel
· Members viewed iTransition, a program from Kansas, in which Advocacy is considering purchasing and altering to make South Dakota specific.

· Creating parent and teacher training video and checklist for secondary transition

· Established in response to HB 1198
· DOE established workgroup to:
· Make the handbook more comprehensive
· Plan Future professional development
· Promote awareness of dyslexia four times a year
· Workgroup met in June and August and will meet one more time in October
· Group consists of parents, teachers, administrators, Decoding Dyslexia group, International Dyslexia Group, Advocacy, Senators, Representatives, BOR, SDEA, ASBSD, Parent Connection, and DOE
· Dyslexia Workgroup Subgroups
· Background/Training/Knowledge for educators
· Process for evaluation/Identification

· RDA Update, Linda Turner
· Results Driven Accountability’s primary focus of Federal and State activities 
· Improving education results and functional outcomes for all children with disabilities; and
· Ensuring the states meet the program requirements under this part, with particular emphasis on those requirements that are most closely related to improving educational results for children with disabilities.
· Objectives of SD RDA monitoring Framework
· Establish a meaningful and continuous process focused on improving academic results and functional outcomes for student with disabilities by connecting local data to improvement efforts
· Maintain a high level of compliance with IDEA federal regulations and South Dakota Administrative Rules for special education
· Support local districts and charters in the process of self-assessment, evaluation, and improvement of compliance and results-focused efforts
· Link program improvement activities with multi-year planning and supports.
· Risk Analysis Rubric
· All LEA’s will have their Annual Performance Report (APR) data include in a risk-analysis rubric to differentiate districts into the three-tiered design.  South Dakota districts will be grouped into size categories along with following parameters:
· Small Districts – Enrollment of less than 300 
· Medium Districts – Enrollment of 300 to 1000
· Large Districts – Enrollment of greater than 1000
· Levels of support
· Based on the results of the risk-analysis rubric, districts will be ranked and will either occupy:
· Level 1: Supporting and Guiding – approximately 80% of LEA’s
· Level 2:  Assisting and Coaching – approximately 15% of LEA’s
· Level 3:  Directing – approximately 5% of LEA’s (representing small, medium, and large districts)
· Guiding Questions
· What would be your suggestions for population cutoffs for small, medium, and large districts
· How do you feel about the concept of sanctions for a district that consistently fails to demonstrate compliance under IDEA?
· Level 1
· Should schools be required to attend a regional data analysis training if they remain at Level 1 for a number of years, or should it be just a suggestion from the state?
· What types of professional development do you think schools will need (data analysis, root cause analysis, self-assessment)?
· Level 2
· Is there a specific form/process for a root cause analysis?
