WELCOME: 
· Chair Wittman welcomed all to the meeting and attendance roll call was conducted. The quorum was met and the meeting started. 
SECRETARY LAMB WELCOME:
· Deputy Secretary Fluke introduced Secretary Nick Lamb who took office in November. 
REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
· Hughes made a motion to approve minutes from October 1, 2025 meeting. Wittman seconded.



GTL (VIAPATH) CONTRACT REVIEW:
· Director Skipper reviewed Viapath Technologies’ contracted services, including communication options, tablet features, and the current pricing model. Skipper notes that the rates have not changed since a decrease in 2020 and there are no plans to increase the price of services despite new Federal Communications Commission (FCC) rate caps.
· Wittman asked about the possibility of returning to subscription-based pricing used in the past. Skipper noted the current structure was adopted based on offender feedback but that a return to subscriptions can be considered.
· Wittman and Hughes request data on the tablet-based education platform, Edovo, with particular interest in GED preparation courses.

ELECTRONIC KITE TRANSITION UPDATE:
· Deputy Secretary Fluke provided an overview of the tablet based electronic kite (e-kite) system. He explained a state-wide rollout is in progress. Paper kites will remain available. 
· The key differences between kites and grievances were discussed. Fluke acknowledged the department’s long-term goal to transition away from paper grievances as well. 
· Wittman favors this transition.

COMMISSARY TRANSPARENCY: 
· Skipper presented an overview of the RFP process, timeline, and cost analysis for the 2024 commissary vendor change. 
· Skipper also outlined the partnership between Union Supply and Pheasantland Industries, noting the increased wages for offender workers in the commissary shop.
· Wittman asked about the availability of craft supplies on commissary. Fluke noted that Union Supply now offers beads and related supplies, which were not available through the previous vendor.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
· Lynette Johnson feels more legislators should have an interest in the commission meetings beyond just the members. Concurs with Wittman that the commission should meet more often.
· Several commission members expressed concern over declining commission engagement and supported more frequent meetings.

SCHEDULING OF NEXT MEETING:
· The next meeting was not scheduled. At the request of Wittman, a scheduling poll will be sent out to members to determine the date and time of the next meeting. 

ADJOURN:
· Wittman requested a motion to adjourn. A motion for adjournment was made by John Hughes and seconded by Wittman. The meeting adjourned at 11:48 PM CT.
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
