1. Call to Order by Chairman Dusty Anderson. Members present/via teleconference: Tom Harmon, Erin Yost, Scott Cordts, Loren Noess, Faron Wahl, Amanda Stade, Denise Muntefering, Gary Sharp, Justin Bell, Jamie White, Jo Beal.
Others present Peggy Besch, Manager; Candi Briley, Assistant Manager; Josh Koops, Buildings & Grounds Operations Manager; and via phone, Linda Traver, Accounting; Paula Mom, Facility Rentals Coordinator; Joni Kiple, Vendor Coordinator; and Shelley Noonan, Camping & Competitive Exhibits Coordinator.
2. Agenda Additions/Changes: None.
3. Approval of February 18, 2020 Minutes: Motion to approve was made by Justin Bell, seconded by Tom Harmon; motion carried by roll call vote.
1. Open Forum: None
2. State Fair Updates 
a. COVID-19 Preparations: State Fair is currently following the State of South Dakota’s employee protocols and is working to secure PPE to offer seasonal employees for the annual State Fair and non-fair time events. Buildings and areas of the fairgrounds are being evaluated to determine realistic modifications. Other measures include an increase in handwashing stations, signage, and the frequency of cleaning and sanitizing across the fairgrounds. 

b. General Fair modifications: Besch explained many of the special events and programing is being evaluated to determine if changes are needed, reduced, eliminated or modified. Entry deadlines may need to be modified, etc.
c. Golf Carts: Due to safety concerns, there will no longer be golf carts available to rent for the general public. There will be a scooter, wheelchairs and wagons available to rent through a third party.

d. Gate Admission:  Due to impact the coronavirus has had on the economy, the Administrative Rules process to increase gate admission has been put on hold.   

e. Bob Duxbury Award: This award is given annually to honor a dedicated Friend of the Fair that has given years of service and dedicated support to the SD State Fair.  A list of candidates was distributed for commissioners to select the recipient. The award will be presented during the fair. 
f. Entertainment: Briley shared some of the confirmed free stage entertainment. The grandstand will be work in progress. 
g. Vending/Camping/Static: Kiple reported several vendors are waiting to determine if they will participate, several have cancelled and there are also lots of new inquiries and new vendors. Work in progress. Noonan reported camping is coming in steady with no sites available with power again this year. Static/Livestock will be online in the next week or so. 
h. Carnival: Besch has been in close contact with the carnival operator and they are still optimistic about participating in the fair.  
i. Other: Anderson introduced and welcomed Josh Koops as the Buildings & Grounds Operations Manager.
3. 4-H Update: Stade explained a task f was established to work through planning for the 2020 as it relates to COVID-19. They are exploring a variety of things including virtual components, requiring masks, removing qualifications to advance to the fair. This will continue to evolve.  
4. Non-Fair Time Events Update

· National Red Power Round Up: This event was rescheduled for August 8-10, 2020. There are no events from March-mid July. Mid July will be when events start taking place again. 
5. Projects/Programing Updates 
a. M&R Projects: Koops reviewed the list of M&R projects. Also mentioned hoping to have inmates in early July. 
6. Commissioner or Manager Reports: Amanda reported the postponed State 4H Horse Show will be held at the Heartland Rodeo Grounds east of Huron. A new venue was necessary since the dates are so close to the fair. Briley reported the website is currently being redesigned. Muntefering asked about the Wine Pavilion and Besch reported she wasn’t sure of the status at this time but it is possible it will be closed.   
7. Executive Session: Moved by Wahl; seconded by Yost to go into executive session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2(3) to discuss contractual matters. 

Commission came out of executive session. Chairman Anderson stated contractual matters were discussed and no action was taken.
